Dear Editors, 
Next term Chern I will

Currently 
this is scheduled for 9 a.m. on 
Friday. To prevent conflicts 
with the new Chern lecture, 
the Friday hour of Math 5 
(currently held at 9 a.m.) is 
being moved to 8 in the 
morning. While this is fine 
for early risers, I value that 
extra hour of sleep, and will 
miss it sorely. 

It seems rather silly to 
move Math 5 because of a 
Chern I lecture. In theory, 
Math 5 is not a freshman 
class, and thus its scheduling 
should not be affected by the 
freshman core.

Dispelling the shadow 
of the Board of Con

When we had open "BoC 
Talks" in the student Houses dur­
ing third term last year, one of 
the most frequent suggestionsl 
criticisms we heard was about 
the secrecy that surrounds the 
Board of Control. Many people 
don't know how the BoC oper­
ates, and thus have a difficult 
time judging whether it is doing 
the right thing. This article is an 
attempt to remedy this situation 
in the eyes of the students as best 
we can. 

First, let me explain that our 
rules about secrecy are to protect 
the defendant, who mayor may 
not be guilty. If we bring a per­
son before the Board, whether 
that person is judged guilty or in-

bosses basically controlled 
nominations and maintained 
a screening process which 
weeded out those with poten­
tially shady backgrounds. 
Currently, though, everything 
has been more popularized 
and democratized, largely be­
cause of television . 

. However, Cronkite 
pointed out that as the use of 
television in campaigning 
goes up, voter turnout goes 
down. Negative advertising 
plays such a large role in the 
minds of the voters. Cronkite 
recalled of one election in a 
New Jersey district where the 
mudslinging was so bad that 
he felt that neither one was 
qualified. 

Cronkite, however, feels 
that television and other me­
dia are very powerful tools 
and should be used construc­
tively so that people can re­
connect with politics. He 
suggests a system in which 
the three major networks, as 
well as other minor cable net­
works, would give air time 

every night to a single candi­
date. Each night, a candidate 
would appear on the net­
work s simultane ous ly and 
have some air time to cam­
pa ign . For exampl e, Bill 
Clinton would appear on 
Monday, Dole would appear 
on Tuesday and respond to 
what Clinton said Monday, 
then Clinton would retort on 
Wednesday and so on. It 
would create a running dia­
logue or debate that wouldn ' t 
be as fraudulent, to use 
Cronkite 's words , as an on­
stage joint appearance . In 
fact, Cronkite stated that he 
would like to see the presi ­
dential nominees engage in a 
high-school style debate 
where they're given an issue 
to resolve and then assigned 
to be affirmative or negative . 
The nominees would then be 
given time to prepare their 
statements and rebuttals and 
so on , and the viewers would 
be given a chance to see how 
their nominees work and de­
fends a point of view. 

Generally , though, 
Cronkite is not happy with 
the state of television, even 
TV news. Not only are news 
stations competing for a
