Dr. Ahmed Zewail received the 1999 Nobel 
Prize in Chemistry. The Royal Swedish 
Academy of Sciences cited Zewail" for his 
studies of the transition states of chemical 
reactions using femtosecond spectroscopy." 
Using laser-based instrumentation, Zewail 
and his group have been able to observe the 
progress of chemical reactions as they 
occur. Time resolution for this technique 
has been improved to reach the limits of 
quantum uncertainty, allowing reaction 
intermediates and transition states to be 
well-defined. In addition to refining our 
general understanding of chemistry, this 
work will ultimately yield more precisely 
tailored medicines and other products.

Cross Country 

The men's team closed the season with at fourth-place 
finish at the SCIAC Championships, the school's best 
showing since 1995. A trio of seniors brought home all­
conference honors, led by first-team member Ian Shapiro, 
who took fifth place at the SCIAC Championships. Arjun 
Mendiratta (17th Place) and Adrian Seymour (18th place) 
earned second-team accolades. Caltech won the Cal 
Lutheran Invitational on Oct. 9, marking the program's 
first meet victory since 1995. 

The women's team continued its improvement 
throughout the season. Sophomore Amy Kelly topped the 
team most of the year, shaving more than two minutes off 
her 5K time posted at the beginning of the season. Kelly 
took 32nd place at the SCIAC Championships while junior 
Paula Whitten finished 55th. 



Soccer 

The soccer team concluded the 
season on a positive note, 
earning a 2-1 victory in the 
season finale at La Verne. The 
win gave Cal tech sole 
possession of seventh place in 
the final conference standings. 
The school had two players 
earn a spot on the All-SCIAC 
team for the first time since 
1988. Dale Parkes became just 
the seventh player in school 
history to record three-straight 
all-conference seasons. Goalie 
Craig Vieregg ended the 
season with an average of 9.2 
saves per game, good for 19th in 
the final NCAA rankings.

Under first-year head coach Rachel Madsen, the women's 
basketball team set a school record for wins a season, 
compiling a 5-14 record.

SCIAC honors with its sixth-place finish in that event. For 
the women, Amy Duello notched two top finishes in the 
javelin and discus. Serena Eley and team MVP Amy Kelly 
also posted top times for Caltech.
