Members also
assist the Health Center staff on occasions such as the flu
clinic when volunteer workers are needed. )

The League places in each student house a large box of
homemade cookies and other treats for the students who
remain on campus during the Christmas holiday.

Well Baby Clinic

Children up to age two of students and research fellows
may receive checkups and immunization free of charge at
this clinic.
Baby Furniture

Students may borrow cribs, strollers and other
equipment needed by their small children. If the supply is
large enough, research fellows and visitors to the Institute
may also use this equipment.

Plant and Bake Sale
To augment its income, the Service League holds Plant
and Bake Sales thoughout the year.

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Rules for The Game

Welcome fellow Techers to the 1984 Big T’s special suprise selected especially for you. Here at last we present the long awaited, long anticipated game
version of academic life at Tech. Now you may recall the memories of taking those wonderful course and knowing those marvelous professors, etc...while
attending Tech. This game may be played with as few as 2 and as many as 800 Techers, from ages 16 to 69.

1. Object of The Game — The primary object of this game is to successfully escape from Tech by accumulating enough Units to graduate by completing
courses around the game board. During a player’s stay at Tech he will earn, in addition to Course Units, Brownie Points (@), Fame Points (¢¥) and
Happiness Points (V). There are two ways to win The Game:

a) Graduate from Tech successfully by completing all institute and option requirements for graduation (see current
Information for Students) and accumulate more total points (Fame points + Brownie points + Happiness points) than
your opponent(s).

or

b) Accumulate 100 Happiness points.

2. Equipment consists of — one game board (provided in the 1984 Big T); a pair of dice (not provided); notebook paper, compuscratch, the back of old
physics problem sets, or anything else you care to write on (provided — if you like to write in yearbooks); pen, pencil, fingernail dipped in blood, or any
other writing utensil (we do not provide sharp pointed objects); playing pieces (specifications provided — players shall obtain pincushions and three (or
more) pins); and money (play, counterfeit or real — not provided).

3. Option paths— On the playing board there are eight different option paths and several core courses in which Course Units, Fame points, Brownie
points, and Happiness points may be earned. A player may enter as many options as he wishes, in any order, but he must keep the mandatory
graduation requirements for each option in mind.

4. Scoring— Fame points are represented by ¢¥’s; Brownie points are represented by @’s; and Happiness points are represented by ¥’s. Each time a
player earns these points he should record the number on a piece of paper and keep a running total. At the conclusion of The Game, each player should
add all three types of points to yield his Total Point Score. The player with the highest Total Point Score is the Winner of The Game . Note that 100
Happiness points (¥ )automatically wins The Game.

5. Preparation— Each player should have: 1)something to record his Brownie, Fame, Happiness and Total points and also his Course Units to Date total;
and 2) a suitable pin cushion (plus pins) to represent his movement on the board. Players begin each year by being distributed an uncertain amount of
money and Happiness points (see instruction 6). One player should be chosen to be Student Accountant to distribute all money (however he must be
careful to keep his personal funds separate from the total funds or else he may be BOCed). Throw dice to determine which player is first to move. Play
in turn in a clockwise order around the board, starting with the player throwing the lowest number.

6. The Play— Each player throws one die before he moves initially. This number will determine the Luck that that player begins The Game with (see
Game Setup Outcome Chart). Players move in a clockwise direction around the outside track of the board according to the roll of one die. A player
may move from one space to the maximum number of points on the die. For example, if a § is rolled, then the player may move 1,2,3,4 or 5 squares.
After a player moves he must do as the square directs him (i.e. take a course, troll in Millikan, etc...). Note that each player /oses one Happiness point
(W) for every roll of the die unless otherwise directed.

For course squares, a player may roll the die for each ferm he wishes to take the course. A player may not retake a course he has already received
credit for and may not take a course he lands on if he does not wish to. Players may attempt a maximum of 174 units per year.

Movement from the Payday square begins with payment of the Expenses Fee of $9,000.00 . Players then move a “pinless” pincushion to represent
their frosh status. A player may not enter an option path during his frosh year. A player must stop at the End of the Year Evaluation square. He must
tally his Accumulated Units at this time and determine whether he wishes to continue to play. (If he is really smart he will transfer out as soon as
possible and discontinue playing The Game,) At this point the player rolls one die and moves the exact number of squares indicated by the die. The
player then begins again on the Payday square and pays the new Expenses fee. The Expenses fee increases by $500 each succeeding time a player starts
from Payday (i.e. the second year costs $9500, etc.). Use Game Setup Chart for each new year and roll one die (the monetary award on the chart drops
$2000 each year also). Once a player begins his second trip around the board, he shall place a pin in the pincushion to represent his soph status.
Likewise, two pins shall represent junior status and three pins shall represent senior status. After four trips around the board a player may stick any
number of pins (greater than three) in the pincushion to take out his frustration.

T Entering Option Paths— After a player’s first trip around the board he may enter an option path. A player may move horizontally,vertically, or both
along the paths (i.e. he may move only left and down). He must move onto only those courses designated in Information for Students for his particular
student status (Soph., Jr. Sr.). A player may choose to change his option at any time, but he must fulfill the mandatory option requirements for
graduation. Note that a player may be forced to change his option by UASH.

8. Cutting Throats— When a player lands on any square already occupied by another player, he may elect to “cut throats.” The challenging player rolls
one die and the defending player rolls another. The player with the high roll successfully “cuts throat,” thereby gaining 1 Brownie point (#). The losing
player must subtract 1 from his next die roll for Course Credit.

9. Bankruptcy — If a player should have an insufficient amount of cash to pay any bill, he must take out an emergency loan for the balance due. The loan
shall be repaid at the conclusion of The Game at 15% interest. The player also loses 5 Happiness points (¥).

10. Taking a leave of absence— A player may be directed to take a leave of absence by the powers that be. The player places his pincushion on the On
Leave square. During his next turn, and for each succeeding turn that he remains on the square, the player rolls two dice. If he rolls 2,3, or 12 then he is
allowed to continue a new year and begins on the Payday square. If he rolls anything else he remains On Leave. A player collects 3 Happiness Points
(V) and loses 2 Brownie Point (#) for every turn he remains On Leave.

The Rotation Question

In previous years, important documents pertaining to student life at Caltech have
been lost, because they had not been permantently recorded. The purpose of these pages
is to preserve a few documents which capture some of the spirit of this year’s controversy

and debate about the House System.

The following is an abridged version of Behzad Sadeghi’s An Open Letier To The
Freshmen. Some 700 copies of the letter were distributed in leaflet form on campus
between Monday Sept. 26 and Friday Sept. 30, 1983. The present version has been edited

by the author.
An Open Letter To The Freshmen

Over the years, many grave and deep-rooted
social problems have evolved to plague Caltech’s
undergraduate community. Unfortunately, no at-
tempt has been made in the past to undertake serious
and honest analysis of these problems with the in-
coming students. Quite to the contrary, past
Freshman classes have been presented with an at-
tractive idea of Caltech as a noble and infallible
society. Yearning to become part of that society,
they have embraced the system of undergraduate life
that they’ve found here... This is particularly unfor-
tunate in that it is actually the Freshmen who, with
their positiveness, energy, originality, and in-
dependence, hold the key to the vitalization of this
environment.

In hopes of starting the process of honest discus-
sion and self-examination necessary for the healthy
growth of this community, we present to you a set of
observations and thoughts concerning the social
aspects of life in the student houses.

Caltech’s undergraduate body is made up of
some 800 brilliant young people. Relieved of many
social restrictions through the honor system, they
are endowed with great freedom in their interactions
with one another... It is therefore very discomfor-
ting to detect traits in this community that are not
only contrary to the ideals of the Caltech image, but
also negative to any basic human society...

...Through the year and particularly during the
first term, the general attitude in the houses toward
the Freshmen is humiliatory. In most houses, the
Freshmen are put down, poked fun at, or treated
disrespectfully by some resident upperclassmen with
the implicit consent of the house. Under such social
pressures, these Freshmen come to take part in ac-
tivities designed to “transfer the spirit of the house”
to them. None were told of these “house traditions”
before they were picked into the house...

...Many upperclassmen unthinkingly follow any
ritual branded as a “house tradition.” As part of one
tradition, the upperclassmen in one house take away
the proper eating utensils from the Freshmen during
a particular evening and make them eat their dinner
with a single surgical glove... In yet another house,
Quantity and Endurance Doping is the name of a
well-publicized annual party (with formal invitations
sent out) that provides for a lot of “good smokes at
reasonable prices.”...

...Sexism, from its most obvious forms to its
subtle hints, reigns in the student houses. A stagger-
ing number of students are engulfed in feelings of
social apathy, bitterness, frustration, and
hopelessness...

It is true that some of the negative instances men-
tioned above are taken out of context. That is, look-
ing at their surrounding situations, one might say
that they are really not as bad as they sound... In
fact, many of these are house events that both
Freshmen and upperclassmen participate in, with
nothing except social pressures urging them to do so.
But the point is that a great number of these prac-
tices do take on some degrading dimension.

...How can an institution achieve so much ex-
cellence in sciences and at the same time nurture
such anti-intellectual attitudes in its student dor-
mitories?

As unintuitive as it is, the answer is terrifyingly
simple. Caltech upperclassmen treat the Freshmen as
they do, because that’s how they themselves were
treated as Freshmen; that’s how they saw every other
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Freshmen class treated; and that’s how they think
Caltech students should treat the Freshmen... It
turns out that much of what goes on in the student
houses is what the students have picked up from
previous classes. The majority of our social institu-
tions, practices, and atitudes have been passed down
to us from earlier classes...

This does not mean that there is not social
originality in the houses or that the houses remain
the same over the years. The character of the house
changes each year as the Freshmen contribute to its
development. But much of this contribution takes
place within the bounds of many fundamental tradi-
tions. What is not strictly a tradition, orginates
nonetheless from a way of thinking dominated by
traditions...

... Therefore, what is senseless or foolish takes
place, not because it is senseless or foolish, but
because it is a tradition presented in a palatable con-
text...

To understand how artificial our values can
become as a result, we proceed to examine ... Rota-
tion...

Here is the side of the story about Rotation that
is common knowledge to upperclassmen, but that by
IHC regulations “no house or person may com-
municate to any new student...”...

At Rotation, after each evening’s reception, the
upperclassmen in every house hold a House
Meeting. Here, the names of the Freshmen are
brought up in order. Each time, those who have had
an opportunity to speak to the Freshman under
discussion get up to offer their evaluation of him or
her... Once the opinions have been expressed, the
house proceeds to assign a rating to the Freshmen.
In Ricketts, the students are rated on a scale from 0
to 10, with what are called “hormone points” given
to some females. In Blacker, people are rated from 1
to 5, with a special category of “Rat Shit.” In Flem-
ing, women are rated from 20 to 40, men from 40 to
70, with up to 20 “jock points” given to the more
athletic men. In Dabney, the students are rated from
1 to 6, with 0 reserved as the ultimate bad rating. In
Ruddock they are rated as Excellent, Good, Fair,
Poor, or Rat Shit. In Page and Lloyd they are rated
on a scale from 0 to 10...

The actual picking is done in a meeting of the
representatives of the houses on the Sunday follow-
ing the Rotation week. This meeting is called the
“Grand Frosh Lottery.” ...The picking is done in
consecutive rounds. In each round, each house pro-
ceeds in the pre-determined order to pick one stu-
dent. The process is then repeated until all new
students have been picked into one of the Seven Stu-
dent Houses.

That is how Rotation works.

There are very few students who enthusiastically
support Rotation. Most people are bothered by the
whole concept. Many are just purely shocked. Still,
it takes place year after year. This is the pattern that
repeats itself again and again in the undergraduate
houses. Students sit through house events and tradi-
tions disgusted with what goes on. But no one gets
up to criticize the situation. No one publicly
challenges the legitimacy of our practices.

What gives the situation an almost tragic over-
tone is not the fact that this system allows for such
abuses, but the fact that it takes many of the same
Freshmen who are shocked by the abuse and turns
them into upperclassmen who continue its tradi-
tions. The tragedy is that this system has been able to
convince one class of intelligent, enthusiastic

students after another that the best they could do at
Caltech in the way of social development was to con-
form with the set of superficial traditions presented
to them...

As they go through Freshman Camp and Rota-
tion, the Freshmen are exposed to the many
peculiarities of the Houses. Life at the student
houses is filled with numerous little traditions, con-
cepts particular to each house, some sort of house
spirit or character, house jargons, and other idiosyn-
crasies... It is therefore not difficult to imagine that
the “rotating” Freshmen are exposed to quite a lot of
new, fun, interesting, amusing, unexpected, strange,
or just plain wierd bits and pieces of behavior and
information. The idea that soon comes across to the
Freshmen is that the upperclassmen live in a very
special kind of system, resting on a solid interhouse
political structure, with minimal interference from
the faculty or the administration...

Here then is the crucial point. Faced with an
unexpected system of undergraduate life on the one
hand, and their own longing, respect, excitement
and awe for Caltech on the other, the Freshmen in
the past have invariably come to associate this
system with the dynamic, positive image they possess
of Caltech. That is, they look in this system to find
the traits they’ve expected from Caltech and equate
these traits with its characteristics. Thus, if what
they see in the student houses seems strange to them,
that’s due to the uniqueness of Caltech; what looks
different, is a product of the style; and if something
is surprising, it is so because of the ingenuity of the
“Techers.” Without knowing how or why the up-
perclassmen have come to behave the way they do,
the Freshmen find themselves admiring their tradi-
tions and social institutions. Here, then, if anyone is
different from the expected, it is not the up-
perclasmen, but the Freshmen. To the Freshmen
now, the upperclassman is not a fellow student striv-
ing in the same path, but a role model of the Caltech
Student.

In their search for attaining the noble qualities
represented by the image of Caltech, the Freshmen
thus come to adopt the superficial features presented
to them by the upperclassmen...

It is now easier to see how our negative attitudes
have been created. Once the original glamour and
excitement of living in the Houses is gone; once life
turns into a back and forth routine between an ex-
hausting academic workload and an unenlightened
house environment; once the many negative tradi-
tions lose their appeal and are seen to be only a
machinery through which people channel their
frustrations at one another, the student begins to
sense the superficiality of life in the houses. The
house environment with its childish traditions and
institutions is not capable of supporting the deep in-
tellectual needs of Caltech students. This is what has
produced the feelings of social frustration, bit-
terness, apathy and helplessness that surround us.

The message that we hope you will take away
from this letter is that you do not need to look
around you to see what a Caltech student looks like.
You are Caltech students. So come to know your
class. Try to appreciate the unbelievable range of
fascinating personalities, backgrounds, outlooks
and abilities that compromise it. The strength of
your class lies in your varied and independent in-
dividual ways of thinking. It is just such originality,
freshness and variety that can revive the atmosphere
of our environment.

So, do go to the upperclassmen; do come and
talk to us. But now challenge us on these real issues.
Bring up these problems, and have us justify our ac-
tions and feelings. Let us appreciate your view$ and
perspective on these problems. If you do seize this
opportunity, then those concerned with these issues
will come out and openly discuss them. That is ex-
actly what we need today: debate and discussion.

It is through such sharing of ideas that we can
join together to have this society realize the enor-
mous potential it holds. We can then make Caltech
the ideal place that it now stands for. Before that,
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however, we shall have to join each other in the
painful, shattering process of acknowledging our
present faults, shortcomings, mistakes, follies, and
misconceptions.

To Change Rotation

The House system at Caltech is not perfect,
neither is Rotation necessarily. It is doubtful that
any procedure for human social interaction will ever
be deemed ‘perfect’. Because of this, such systems
should be continually under review. Mr. Sadeghi has
stated his views and actually stimulated this review
by the distribution of his own “Open Letter to the
Freshmen.”

Nevertheless, I strongly question his motives and
the high ideals he attests to in light of the very non-
constructive, even destructive way in which he
presents them. Mr. Sadeghi makes sweeping
generalizations about the student body and uses the
editorial “we” when really he means “myself and
some of my friends.” The IHC and MOSH Chris
Brennan urges him to delay publication until after
Rotation Week, citing:

1) The Freshmen’s lack of experience with any of
these policies, and therefore inabilityu to draw any
logical conclusions about such things;

2) The response of upperclassmen, that, because
of his timing, see Mr. Sadeghi as attempting to
destroy the system, not improve it;

3) Our inability to change Rotation this year; and

4) The necessity of Rotation Rules and the pro-
per adherence to them.

Mr. Sadeghi apparently decided that the sensa-
tionalism of distributing on Monday of Rotation
Week outweighed these arguments, and that his
ideas were so important that rational restrictions
placed upon our community no longer applied to
him.

Intelligent discussion requires not only logical
thoughts, but also presentation of those thoughts in
a positive, non-destructive manner. THis should
also include some suggestions of alternatives, which
Mr. Sadeghi neglects or does not have the capacity
to offer.

The THC is always, but especially at this time,
anxious to hear alternatives and other thoughts
about Rotation and the House System. Please make
your thoughts known to your house president.

About That “Open Letter”

In the presentation of an important issue, style is
often as important as content. This was
demonstrated last Tuesday morning when, outside
of the term’s first freshman physics lecture, an
“Open Letter to Freshman” criticizing current Rota-
tion policies was distributed.

The letter, signed by Behzad Sadeghi, had a
public message in its three, typeset pages, but the
message was clouded over by so many extraneous
personal opinions that few had the patience to read
it. In addition, the letter was directed quite
specifically to freshmen, freshmen who had hardly
begun rotation week.

Author Sadeghi alienated some of the upperclass
audience immediately by addressing the letter to
freshmen, as though upperclassmen were corrupted
and unsaveable. Within the letter he noted that
“many upperclassmen unthinkingly follow any ritual
branded as a ‘house tradition.’ ” He later omitted the
qualifying “many,” asserting that “Freshmen are
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subjected to pressures designed to indoctrinate them
into accepting this system by upperclassmen who
were themselves indoctrinated during their
Freshman year.” He tried to explain in the letter
“why we have hundreds of upperclassmen who are
infuriated” by “what goes on in the houses,” assum-
ing, of course, that this “why” clause is unques-
tionably true. I think that many upperclassmen not
only disagreed with these statements, but were also
rather offended by this judgement of their
characters.

Sadeghi further alienated his audience, up-
perclassmen and freshmen alike, by blatantly
violating rotation rules while they were in effect, too
late for any constructive changes in this year’s rota-
tion process. He described the specific rating systems
of the various houses and then detailed the final pick
procedures. Had he waited until after rotation to
publish this information, he would not only have
avoided violating these rules, but also would have
caught the student body after a week of considering
the rotation process.

Perhaps the greatest obstacle to communication
of his ideas, though, was the inhibiting size of the
letter. The topic of rotation was not introduced until
after a page of tedious examples of the ritual

behavior of upperclassmen compared to the great
scientific achievements of Caltech. These two groups
of ideas could not and were not contrasted in a
parallel, organized fashion. The examples of up-
perclass behavior cited were not representative of
student life, and included a few statements that were
clear generalizations. “On occassion,” he wrote, “a
student is attacked...and ‘showered’ for what he or
she said. A Freshman...can be showered for not
answering a ringing telephone.” These things do not
happen in most of the houses, and in all of the
houses it is well known that any student can avoid
being showered by simply saying that he does not
want to be showered.

A last point about the letter that diminished its
credibility was the fact that it was signed by only one
author. Sadeghi claims that it was a joint effort, but
none of the other authors was willing to sign the
work.

What disturbs me most about Sadeghi’s letter,
though, is that I agree with much of what he is say-
ing. I strongly feel that we need to question our
traditions periodically, and that the process of rota-
tion deserves questioning and sustained debate. But
Sadeghi’s poor strategies in presenting this issue have
already engendered negative reactions from much of
the student body. He has effectively clouded over an
important issue with generalizations, irrelevant com-

parisons, and bad timing. The way to make long
term changes in rotation procedures is not by a
revolution, but through rational exposition and sus-
tained debate.

I hope that you will seriously consider the current
procedures of rotation, despite Sadeghi’s presenta-
tion of the issue.

IHC Modifies Rotation Rules

In a decision that constitutes one of the most ma-
jor changes in Rotation regulation in years, the IHC
voted last Wednesday night to heavily modify the so-
called “gag rule” and allow discussion of the general
mechanics of the Rotation process with freshmen.
Some restrictions still remain on discussion of the
specific picking policies of the individual houses.

The vote followed a petition drive that urged the
IHC to delete the “gag rule” from the Rotation
regulations. Some 231 students signed the petition,
which was presented by its organizers to the IHC at
the Wednesday meeting.

Up to now, it has been against Rotation rules to
give an incoming student any information about
Rotation besides telling the student that he or she
has the right to choose four houses and express his
or her perference to the presidents of the houses.
The new changes vastly increase the domain of
allowed discussions.

The gag rule (rotation rule I1.5) was changed to
read: No information about the outcome of past
Dpicks or information about the possible outcome of
future picks may be discussed with new students. In-
Jformation pertaining to the ranking of each student
at Rotation and the order of the picks may not be
made public.

A new section added to the regulations describes
in detail the mechanics and conduct of the meeting
of the representatives of the seven houses at the end
of Rotation for the final selection of freshmen.

Also added to the regulations was the new rule
11.6: Rotation selection procedures of individual
Houses may not be discussed except by members of
that House.

This means that rotation policies such as the
specific rating scales used by each house in rotation
can be discussed only by members of that house. The
IHC left it to the discretion of the individual houses
to decide whether or not to make such information
public. Thus, a freshman could ask any member of a
particular house about the scale used in that house to
rank the incoming students, The house member may
then discuss only information pertaining to his or
her house’s own ranking system. The purpose is to
prevent inaccurate information from being given to
freshmen by people from other houses. A house may
or may not approve of its members discussing its
picking policies with freshmen.

The drive to petition the IHC to remove the “gag
rule” was organized by undergraduates Behzad
Sadeghi, John Beahan, Lily Wu, Ken Whang,
Charles Hershey, Castor Fu, and Matthias Blume.
The group had first brought up the subject of modi-
fying the rule in an [HC meeting three weeks ago.
The IHC discussed the matter at successive
meetings. By last week, it became clear that some
motion of modifying the “gag rule” would pass in
the THC.

During this week, most houses held meetings to
discuss this and two other proposals which had
emerged out of talks on a suggestion proposed by
Art Duval two weeks ago. Versions of the other two
proposals were also approved by the IHC on
Wednesday. According to these new regulations, a
freshman may pick more than four houses. Also, he
or she can give relative rankings to the houses. These
rankings will be taken into consideration by the
selection committees of the houses at Rotation,
although they are not binding on the houses.
