In addi-
tion to the Dark Lounge Parties (Record
Dances), Flemingites had beach parties, snow
parties, hayrides, thealer parties. barn dances,
and the intimate gettogethers at the Paulings’
swimming pool. Highlight of the Pasadena so-
cial season was the Fleming decorations for the
Interhouse Dance. Fleming and its environs
constituted an accurate reconstruction of “The
Old Wesl.” Embellished by the newest in Hol-
lywood studio sets, the way to the Lounge was
a typical main street of the old West. The
Lounge itself was a western dance hall, accord-
ing to students who claim to have been in such
places at the turn of the century. The refresh-
ments in the dining room were served at a real
bar, behind which a painiing of an enormous
nude (painied by local talent and specially
commissioned for the event) graced the saloon.
